new schools but only 40 percent for reha-
bilitation. This has resulted in schools
being located in undeveloped parts of our
communities, and the central schools—
schools within walking distance of more
homes—closing down. He spoke of the
growing obesity in our country and the
need to allow children to walk to school,
to walk to the library.

Secretary Foy also related the obesity
trend to increasing health costs in the
state. Almost half of the state budget
($11.5 billion of $24 billion) is dedicated
to Health and Human Services (HHS)
agencies, and that cost is growing 10 per-
cent a year, or about a billion dollars—
twice the $500 million operating budget
of all the OCD agencies. At this rate, he
noted, the entire state budget would be
taken over by HHS in seven years. 

Marc Racicot of the Metropolitan Area
Planning Council highlighted smart
growth efforts underway at many spots in
our region: Cronin’s Landing in
Waltham, downtown Canton, Milton
Landing, the former LePage’s glue factory
in West Gloucester, and Summer Street
housing in Manchester-by-the-Sea.

Journalists Neal Pierce and Curtis John-
son presented some results from their
Boston Unbound study, funded by the
Boston Foundation. This research
explored the questions, What are the
most pressing issues facing Boston? and,
What are we to do about them? While
we are still “comfortably uninterested in
the views of outsiders,” the authors con-
clude that we are, with notable excep-
tions, “looking more and more like the
rest of the country”: four-lane roads with
tacky development. At the same time,
nationally, there are 17 regions starting
transit systems, 27 in the process, 24 in
preliminary design, and 120 thinking
about it. While this is  good, they noted
that Boston—lucky to have a good sys-
tem—must compete more strenuously
now for transit funds.

BOSTON REGION MPO ACTION ITEMS

In November the Transportation Planning and Program-
ming Committee of the Boston Region Metropolitan Plan-
ning Organization (MPO) approved the work program for
the Mid–North Shore Transportation Study, which will be

conducted by the Central Transportation Planning Staff on behalf of the MPO. The
objectives of the study are to: 

• Develop multimodal strategies for addressing congestion-related transportation
concerns in Lynn, Swampscott, and southern Salem.

• Assist the MBTA in assessing conditions in these communities in support of its
preparation of the North Shore Transit Improvements draft environmental impact
statement and its application for capital funding for these improvements under the
federal New Starts program. 

• Assess the effectiveness of the North Shore Bus Improvements Study recommen-
dations that have been implemented.

REGIONAL TRANSPORTATION ADVISORY COUNCIL UPDATE

At the November Advisory Council meeting, members added their ideas for the
future of the region to the inventory being gathered by the Metropolitan Area Plan-
ning Council (MAPC) and its partners as part of the Metro-
Future initiative to develop metropolitan Boston’s vision
for its future and a strategy to get there. An increase in
transit-oriented development, more transit (including
intrasuburban services), shorter commute times and
distances, a regionwide network of multiuse paths, and
more regional planning were among the members’
many goals for the region. 

The visioning session was led by Barbara Lucas and Jim Gal-
lagher of MAPC. MetroFuture is an updating of MetroPlan, the agency’s 1990
regional long-range plan. The project is being undertaken by MAPC and such part-
ners as the Boston Foundation, the Boston College Citizen Seminars, and the Uni-
versity of Massachusetts Boston. 

The December Council meeting will feature a discussion of the MBTA’s draft fiscal
years 2005–2010 Capital Investment Program.

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The MBTA revised its bicycle policy in
November, expanding both the number
of bicycles allowed on Blue, Orange, and
Red Line trains and the hours during
which they are
permitted. Previ-
ously only two
bicycles per entire
train were
allowed, and only
between 10:00
A.M. and 2:00
P.M., and after
7:30 P.M. The new
policy allows two
bicycles per indi-
vidual car on any Blue, Orange, or Red
Line train at all times except during
weekday rush hours (from 7:00 to 10:00
A.M. and from 4:00 to 7:00 P.M.).

The MBTA’s bicycle policies on its other
modes remain unchanged: Bicycles are
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allowed on MBTA commuter boats at all
times, and on commuter rail lines they
are permitted during all hours of opera-
tion except weekday rush hours. The

rush hours, which
vary by commuter
rail line, are speci-
fied in each line’s
schedule. Bicycles
are not allowed at
any time on the
Green Line, the
Mattapan High
Speed Line, or most
bus routes. They are
permitted on

crosstown (CT) buses, which are
equipped with bicycle racks. 

The MBTA has implemented the revised
policy on a trial basis and will review its
impact on congestion and safety on both
trains and platforms in six months.

equipment that will accept dollar bills
and coins, existing MBTA monthly
passes, CharlieTickets, and the Charlie-
Card. 

In the spring of 2005
the MBTA will
expand the use of
the CharlieTicket
to the Blue Line,
and later that sum-
mer to the Red,
Orange, and Green
subway lines. The
entire system conversion will continue
(station by station and bus by bus) for
approximately 18 months. The Charlie-
Ticket with magnetic stripe will be intro-
duced first. 

The CharlieTicket is a magnetically
encoded ticket that will either contain
stored value or act as a T pass. A stored
value CharlieTicket will have your fare
deducted from it each time you ride the
T, allowing you to pay as you go on the
subway and bus. A CharlieTicket
encoded as a pass will function the way
passes do today. The CharlieTickets can

also be used at the new fareboxes, which
will be installed on all bus and light rail
vehicles. 

When all the equipment is installed sys-
tem-wide, the MBTA will introduce the

more permanent, plastic
CharlieCard with a com-
puter chip. The Charlie-
Card is a smart card that
will provide an even
greater level of conve-
nience and faster service.

The CharlieCard will be a
“contactless” smart card: it will

not need inserting into a farebox or fare-
gate (like a token or a ticket). It simply
will need to be waved near the Char-
lieCard “target,” which will make travel
faster. CharlieCards can be reused over
time and you will be able to add stored
value and passes to your card at vending
machines, fareboxes, MBTA ticket
offices, and online. You will eventually
be able to use a credit or debit card to
automatically update your CharlieCard
with new passes and value. While the
CharlieTicket will continue to be avail-
able, tokens will be phased out after the
automated system is fully introduced.

A key component of this project will be
customer service agents (CSAs), who
will provide guidance in the stations.
CSAs will provide a new level of service,
assisting customers with equipment, pro-
viding information, and monitoring the
station to improve safety and service. In
addition, the MBTA will activate state-
of-the-art Hub Stations within six of its
existing subway stations, improving ser-
vice and safety for both customers and
employees. Personnel monitoring the
Hub Stations will be able to direct CSAs
to customers and will interact with cus-
tomers via call boxes located throughout
the system. By monitoring various signal
and alarm systems, including closed cir-
cuit TV, the Hub Station employees will
